Your child attends Malone School, which receives federal Title I funds to assist students in meeting state achievement standards.  Your child’s school has not met these standards in reading and math for six years. This school has been identified as a School in Restructuring and must implement the plan for restructuring the school. This plan includes increasing district oversight and bringing in experts to assist the school by contracting reading, math, and science consultants for professional development.  These consultants will work with teachers during the school year observing and modeling lessons. Teacher will also receive additional professional development to increase their knowledge of effective instructional strategies.

· You may choose to transfer your child to one of the schools listed below with transportation provided by the district.  If demand for transportation exceeds available funds, transportation will be prioritized based on the lowest achieving of the low-income students.
