To:  Parents and Guardians of Students Attending Eligible Title I Schools

We have exciting news about a free tutoring program that will be offered in your school. Tutoring is available in reading, math, and science from a state approved provider for students that are eligible for free or reduced lunch.  This free program is a result of the federal law, No Child Left Behind.  To apply you must complete and return the attached form “Title I Supplemental Services Form” by September 4, 2009.  The form can be mailed to the address above or returned to your school’s principal. You must select least five tutoring programs and complete the application information. Should more students apply than the district can fund, students who are FCAT level 1 or 2 in math or reading will receive priority placement. According to state law tutoring will begin on or before October 15, 2009. 
When selecting a provider you should think about what kind of services your child needs and what kinds of services are offered by the providers. You should consider how many hours and tutoring the provider will offer as well as the location of the services. The district does not offer transportation for SES so you must consider when and where the tutoring will take place.  There are at home providers, after school providers, and community based providers. Some of the providers offer computer tutoring as well. A list of providers and information about those providers is attached.  Each of the providers is approved by the state of Florida and must employ staff that meet the No Child Left Behind Highly Qualified criteria.  Many of the tutors are Collier School District employees.  All of the tutors working for an SES provider will have a Collier School District Contractors badge at all times.
If you would like to learn more about the services being provided, you can contact the NCLB School Choice / SES office at the numbers at the top of this letter or contact the principal at your child’s school. The District will also hold Parent Informational meetings with provider where district staff and each of the providers will be present to tell you about the programs.  Staff will be available to help you sign up for services. This year we will have several deadlines to receive applications: 1st deadline is September 4, 2009, 2nd is October 15, 2009, and the final application deadline for the year is November 13, 2009.  It is not necessary for you to send a new registration form each time.  Students not selected on the 1st deadline will be placed on a waiting list for consideration if funds are still available. We highly recommend that you do not wait too long to submit your request.  Last year many more parents requested services than we were able to provide.  If we receive more requests than we have sufficient funds, we will prioritize students based upon achievement levels on the FCAT Reading or Math. Students that scored Level 1 and 2 will receive the highest priority.
Once you have submitted the form, information about your child will be sent to the provider.  The provider will contact you directly so you can work together to develop a tutoring plan (called the Student Learning Plan or SLP) specifically designed to meet the academic needs of your child.  The provider will invite you to come to school one day to meet with school and district staff to approve your plan.  If you cannot attend the meeting at school the provider will make arrangements to meet with you at a time and location that is convenient for you. The plan must be approved by you, your child’s school, by the provider, and by the district SES office.  You will be asked to sign the SLP before we can begin to tutor your child.  There will be a school staff at your child’s school to assist you and answer your questions. Once it has been approved, the school district will pay the cost of the program and your child will be able to start the free tutoring sessions. You should not be asked to pay any amount or provide any materials, books, or equipment for this service.  Internet Providers do require for you to have an active landline telephone services to be able to connect to their tutoring programs.
