Dear Parent:

Your child may be eligible to receive free tutoring through the Supplemental Educational Services (SES) program

for the 2009-2010 school year.

How does my child qualify?
Students who are eligible for free or reduced-price lunch and who attend Title I schools that failed to make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for two or more consecutive years are eligible for these services.  Your child attends Malone School, which receives federal Title I funds to assist students in meeting state achievement standards.  Your child’s school has not met these standards in reading and math for six years. This school has been identified as a School in Restructuring and must implement the plan for restructuring the school.

What is SES?
Supplemental Educational Services (SES) is a program that offers free tutoring to eligible students.  Tutoring is offered in mathematics, reading/language arts, or science.  This tutoring takes place outside of the regular school 

day.  Each provider offers a different program on different days at different locations.  After you learn more about 

each of the providers, you will choose the provider that can best meet the needs of your child. Tutoring will start by 

October 15, 2009.

How do I apply?
First, choose a provider for your child from the SES Provider Directory.  Then, complete the SES Student Enrollment form by listing the providers in the order of preference.  Submit the sign/completed application by September 4, 2009, in order to begin SES services by October 15, 2009.

The district will give priority to the lowest performing students if there are not enough funds to provide services to all eligible students whose parents request the services.

How can learn more?
Attend one of the district-wide Provider Fairs to be held:

· Tuesday, August 25, 2009 at Graceville Elementary School, from 5:00 – 7:00 p.m., or
· Thursday, August 27, 2009, at the Old Marianna High School cafeteria, from 5:00 – 7:00 p.m.
You can meet with providers and talk about the program that may best meet your child’s needs.
