

Dear Parent,
Your child attends Springfield Elementary, which receives federal Title I funds to assist students in meeting state achievement standards.  Springfield has not met these standards in math for five of the past seven years.  This school has been identified as a School in Restructuring and must implement the plan for restructuring the school. This plan includes aligning the curriculum with the Sunshine State Standards.  You may choose for your child to attend a higher performing school or participate in free tutoring, if eligible, at no cost to you.

Compared to other schools in the district, Springfield did not do as well as most of the schools in district. The table below shows the percent of proficient students in our school compared to other schools in the district and state.

What can you do?

· Attending parent/teacher conferences throughout the school year

· Having high expectations for your child and celebrating every success
What are your Choice options?
Under the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) law, when a school has been identified as a School in Restructuring, parents have options for the 2009-2010 school year:
· You may choose to have your child remain at the current school.
· If your child is eligible for free or reduced-priced lunch or does not qualify but needs academic help, you may choose for your child to remain at the current school and receive free tutoring or “Supplemental Educational Services”.  Additional information and a registration form for the free tutoring is included.
· You may choose to transfer your child to one of the schools listed below with transportation provided by the district. Due to the shortage of bus drivers and the need for your child to arrive at school on time, students who choose to take advantage of the AYP choice to transfer with transportation will ride the bus route to their zoned high school, then, transfer to a bus in route to the selected school of choice.

If you want to transfer your child to another public school, you may choose one of the following schools:

Grade ‘A’ for 08-09 
Met 100% of AYP standards for 08-09
· Callaway Elementary
Grade ‘C’ for 08-09
Met 90% of AYP standards for 08-09
