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III. TRUANCY PROCEDURES 
 

If the school determines that a student subject to compulsory school attendance has had 
at least five (5) unexcused absences within a calendar month or ten (10) unexcused 
absences or absences for which the reason is unknown within a 90-calendar-day period 
or has had more than fifteen (15) unexcused absences in a 90-calendar-day period, the 
superintendent of schools may file a truancy petition.  
F.S. 984.03, F.S. 984.151, F.S. 1003.26 

 
A. After the fifth (5th) unexcused absence in a calendar month, the student’s primary 

teacher shall report to the school principal or his or her designee that the student may 
be exhibiting a pattern of nonattendance.  If appropriate, the principal shall refer the 
case to the Guidance Committee. If the Guidance Committee finds that a pattern of 
nonattendance is developing, whether the absences are unexcused or not, a meeting 
with the parents or legal guardian must be scheduled to identify potential remedies.  
Also, the school should send out a School Truancy Letter to either inform the 
parent(s) or guardian(s) of the situation or to schedule a Guidance Committee meeting 
with the parent(s) or guardian(s). 
 

B. After the ninth (9th) unexcused absence in a 90-calendar-day period, the student’s 
primary teacher shall report to the school principal or his or her designee that the 
student may be exhibiting a pattern of nonattendance.  If appropriate, the principal 
shall refer the case to the Guidance Committee. If the Guidance Committee finds that 
a pattern of nonattendance is developing, whether the absences are unexcused or not, 
a meeting with the parent must be scheduled to identify potential remedies.  A letter 
should be mailed to the student’s home or delivered by an attendance officer, 
informing the parents of the Guidance Committee meeting and their need to attend. 

 
C. After the fifteenth (15th) unexcused absence in a 90-calendar-day period, if the 

Guidance Committee determines that remedial recommendations are not working, a 
truancy petition may be filed by the Superintendent or his/her designee, or the student 
may be referred to an appropriate agency.  Also, a Driver’s License Suspension Form 
(MIS 6265) should be sent to Student Intervention Services.  
 

D. If the parents or legal guardian refuse to attend the Guidance Committee meeting or 
participate in the remedial strategies because he or she believes they are unnecessary 
or inappropriate, the school shall make a recommendation to the Superintendent or 
his/her designee to file a Truancy Petition (after fifteen (15) unexcused absences). 

 
E. If the parent or legal guardian refuse to participate in the remedial strategies because 

he or she believes they are unnecessary or inappropriate, the parent or guardian may 
appeal to the School Board.  A hearing officer shall make a recommendation for final 
action to the Board.  If the Board determines the strategies are appropriate and the 
parent or guardian still refuses to participate or cooperate, the Superintendent may 
seek criminal prosecution against the parent or guardian for noncompliance with 
compulsory school attendance.  
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F. If the parents or legal guardians agree to the remedial interventions, but the meeting 
does not resolve the problem, the Guidance Committee shall implement other 
remedial interventions or recommend to the Superintendent or his/her designee to 
refer the family to an appropriate agency to be presented to the case staffing 
committee.  
 

G. The truancy petition must contain the name, age, and address of the student; the name 
and address of the student’s parents or legal guardian; the school where the student is 
enrolled; the remedial efforts the school has made to get the student to attend school; 
the number of out-of-school contacts between the school system and student’s parents 
or legal guardian; and the number of days and dates of days the student has missed.  
Phone calls and/or e-mails should be documented. 

 
H. Remedial efforts may include frequent communication between the teacher and 

family, changes in the learning environment, placement in different classes, 
mentoring, student counseling, tutoring, peer tutoring, evaluation for alternative 
education programs, attendance contracts, referral to other agencies, or other 
interventions.  It should be noted that truancy alone does not warrant a referral for 
alternative placement. 

 
I. The Guidance Committee shall be diligent in conducting parent or legal guardian 

meetings and in facilitating services and only report the case to the Superintendent or 
his/her designee when all reasonable efforts to resolve the nonattendance problem are 
exhausted and the student reaches at least fifteen (15) unexcused absences within a 
90-calendar-day period. 
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IV REQUIRED PROGRAMS OF STUDY  
 

A. STUDENT PERFORMANCE STANDARDS 
 

In compliance with Florida statutes, the instructional program includes the Student 
Performance Standards for reading, writing, mathematics, computer literacy, science, 
economics, geography, government and history.  Mastery of Student Performance 
Standards will be determined by the Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test 
(FCAT), teacher observation, grades which shall be based on instruction aligned to 
the Sunshine State Standards, and other valid and reliable measures of performance, 
as approved by the District. F.S. 1003.41 

 
B. SUNSHINE STATE STANDARDS/NEW GENERATION STANDARDS 

 
Sunshine State Standards communicate the levels of expectation for student 
achievement in Florida public schools.  These standards are published by the State 
and are available on the District’s website (www.okaloosaschools.com); a written 
copy is available at each school for review by parents and the public.  The standards 
are a part of this progression plan and identify what students should know and be 
able to do as they progress from one level to another.  All teachers are expected to be 
proficient in teaching the Sunshine State Standards that are applicable to the course, 
subject, and grade level of their students.  The grading system employed by Okaloosa 
County communicates to parents their student’s level of performance based on 
achievement of the Sunshine State Standards.  Additionally, standards are included in 
each subject’s course of study and are, therefore, a mandatory part of the local board-
approved program.  Sunshine State Standards are mandated by the State for the 
following academic areas: 

 
1. The Arts (dance, music, theater and visual arts) 
 
2. Foreign Languages (communication, comparison, connections, culture and 

experience) 
 

3. Health (healthy living, healthy literacy and responsible healthy behavior) 
 

4. Physical Education (physically active lifestyles, physical education literacy and 
responsible physical activity behaviors) 

 
5. Language Arts (listening-viewing-speaking, literature, reading and writing) 
 
6. Mathematics (algebraic thinking, data analysis, probability, geometry, spatial 

sense, measurement, number sense, concepts and operations) 
 
7. Science (earth and space, energy, force and motion, how living things interact 

with their environment, the nature of matter, the nature of science, processes of 
life and processes that shape the earth) 

 
8. Social Studies (history, economics, civics, government and geography) 
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Additional areas of study that reflect federal and state requirements are included in 
the appendix. 

 
 C.   PROGRAMS OF STUDY FOR EXCEPTIONAL STUDENTS 
 

1.  ESOL Plan:  An English Language Learner enrolled in any program is entitled to 
equal access to educational programs regardless of his or her level of English 
proficiency.  A Progress Monitoring Plan (PMP) will be developed for any 
student who has a primary language, or is influenced by a language, other than 
English and shows deficiency in English aural/oral, reading and writing skills.  
Adjustments have been made to the PMP to support all required elements 
previously included in the LEP Plan.  Therefore, as of the 2008-09 school year, 
the PMP will replace the LEP Plan. 

  F.S. 1003.56  
 

Upon initial enrollment in the district, screening for ESOL program eligibility 
will be conducted based on at least one “yes” answer on the Home Language 
Survey (MIS 4025).  Students who are deemed eligible for an ESOL program 
must be afforded appropriate services. 
 
Each school may utilize the guidance committee as the ESOL committee.  The 
PMP will be developed by the ESOL committee as soon as the deficiency is 
identified. 
 
Active ELL students must have a current (within one calendar year) PMP 
completed on PMP-Star. This plan will address objectives and goals for each area 
of deficiency and set forth specific instructional strategies and measurable 
outcomes for each student. 
 
Students who exit from an ESOL program as a result of meeting academic 
criteria set forth in the ESOL Procedures manual must be monitored for a period 
of two years by the school attended by the student.  The ESOL team may make 
the decision to place the student back in an ESOL program if the student’s 
academic performance declines due to his/her deficiency in the English language. 
 
By definition, an English Language Learner has sufficient difficulty speaking, 
reading, writing, or listening to the English language.  This definition provides 
Good Cause or Administrative Promotion for the exemption of ELL students 
from mandatory retention.  Specifically, ELL students who have had less than 
two years of instruction in an English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) 
program may be exempt from mandatory retention; the ESOL committee will 
consider the student’s needs in the Good Cause or Administrative Promotion 
process.  
 
All ELL students are expected to participate in district and state assessments, to 
include FCAT.   However, if an ELL student has been receiving services in a 
program operated in accordance with an approved district PMP for one year or

less AND a majority of the student’s ESOL committee determines that it is 
appropriate, a student may be given exemption status during this FCAT 
administration.  The PMP must document why the assessment is not appropriate 
and what district-approved alternate assessment will be used.  This can be 
documented on the Progress Monitoring section of the PMP.  All other ELL 
students are to be tested. 

 
DOE’s determination is not a license to exempt all ELL students from the FCAT.  
Instead, the principal and the ESOL committee in each school must make 
individual decisions about what is best for the child, what realistically can be 
learned from the assessments when administered to a new ELL student, and the 
impact of any ESOL exemptions on the school’s compliance with school grading 
criteria as well as adequate yearly progress requirements for NCLB. 

 
Each student’s needs and circumstances should be considered individually.  In 
each case in which an exemption is considered: 

 
a. The ESOL committee must meet and determine why the assessment will 

not serve a legitimate educational purpose in evaluating proficiency or 
learning gains or assisting teachers in customizing instruction; 

 
b. The ESOL committee must identify what alternative assessment will be 

used if the assessment is exempted and how that alternative will better meet 
the student’s individual needs; 

 
c. The ESOL committee must consult with the parent, discuss with the parent 

the student’s needs and circumstances related to the assessment, and obtain 
the parent’s written consent for any exemption (the consent must be 
retained as part of the PMP); 

 
d. The ESOL committee must write the exemption, the rationale, and the 

alternative assessment into the PMP for that student; 
 
e. ELL students exempt from assessment must be reported to the District 

ESOL Coordinator in the Office of Student Intervention Services; a copy of 
the PMP documenting exemption, along with the alternate assessment 
results, must be submitted to the district ESOL specialist prior to FCAT 
administration. 

 
See the appendix for information regarding administration of Comprehensive 
English Language Learning Assessment (CELLA). 

 
See the ESOL Manual for information on ESOL FCAT results. 
See the ESOL Manual for information on testing accommodations. 

 
2. EP: An Educational Plan (EP) will be developed for students qualifying for gifted 

services.  EPs should be reviewed annually in elementary grades K-5.  EPs 
should be reviewed when a student transitions from Grade 5 to Grade 6 and when 
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or legal guardian may jointly present professional medical documentation in support 
of promotion to the deputy superintendent.  Intensive remediation must be provided 
during the following year. 
 

E. PLAN OF CARE 
 
If retention is recommended, Plan of Care funds will be provided for tutoring before 
or after school. 

 
F. ELEMENTARY (Same grade, twice retained): 
 
 Students who have been retained twice in the same grade level, due to a lack of 

proficiency in reading or math, will require intensive acceleration in a transitional 
instructional setting. 

 F.S. 1008.25(7)(b)10 
 
 This class should include: 
 
 • reduced student-teacher ratio through actual reduction in number of students or 

 the inclusion and support of resource staff 
 
 • uninterrupted reading/math instruction for the majority of student contact time 

 each day 
 
 • a research-based reading/math program 
 
 • intensive language and vocabulary instruction for students retained due to reading 
 
 • DIBELS assessment in fluency administered four (4) times a year for students 

 retained in grade three (3) due to reading; reporting of progress for this set of 
 students must be made through the DOE reporting system (i.e., PMRN). 

 
• Weekly progress monitoring 

 
G. MIDDLE SCHOOL 

 
1. Multiple course failures and low level achievement on FCAT may necessitate a 

fourth year in middle school.  In this case, the counselor must conference with 
the parents or legal guardian to discuss scheduling and program options to best 
meet the needs of the student. 

 
2. A 6th, 7th and 8th grade student will be retained regardless of academic 

coursework if the student scores: 
 

a. Level 1 on FCAT SSS in reading and the 35th percentile or below on SAT 10 
in reading and/or 

b. Level 1 on FCAT SSS in math and the 35th percentile or below on SAT 10  in 
math 
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3. A 6th, 7th and 8th grade student will be retained if two or more core courses are 
failed; a student will retake any failed core course or its replacement course. 

 
4. If a student fails one or more courses, the guidance counselor will provide 

assistance to the student and his/her parents or legal guardian in selecting the 
following year’s courses.  Failed courses must be scheduled first. 

 
5. Middle School Retention and Course Recovery 
  
 Students who are retained due to two core course failures, but no more, are 

eligible to attend Summer Intensive Studies, if provided, for the purpose of 
course recovery.  

 
 Administrative Promotion will be based on the following criteria: 
 

a. The student must attend the entire Summer Intensive Studies session in the 
non-proficient subject area(s); remediation for core course failures may 
include explicit instruction by a teacher or a competency-based credit 
recovery program included on a district approved list. 

 
b. The student must score at or above 70% on an end-of-course assessment 

approved by the district.  Pre-approval would include either the final exam of 
the EdOptions software program in the course/s failed or the 50 question 
multiple choice section of the OCSD end-of-course exam in the course/s 
failed. 

 
c. A copy of the exam, documenting the student score, must be submitted to the 

Deputy Superintendent of Curriculum. 
 
d. Upon achievement of the performance criteria of 70% or above, the S520 

screen should be adjusted to reflect the grade of D. 
 
H. EARLY WITHDRAWAL WHEN RETENTION IS PROBABLE 

 
In no case shall early withdrawal be used as a contrivance to socially promote a 
student by moving him/her from one school to another within the Okaloosa County 
School District or to another school setting. 
 
If a parent or legal guardian requests to withdraw a student before the final ten days 
of the school year, the same procedures should be followed as those listed in Early 
Withdrawal When Promotion Is Probable: 

 
1. Parents or legal guardian must make their request in writing, providing the reason 

for withdrawal. 
 
2. All staff members working with the student will be notified. 
 
3. Student’s grades and assessment test results will be analyzed. 
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4. If a student meets the criteria for retention, the parents or legal guardian must 

have been notified of the possibility of retention.  The student’s remediation plan 
and progress would be documented on the appropriate plan.  The teacher(s) and 
principal shall write a letter stating that, at this point, grades and other assessment 
information indicate the recommendation of retention.  Copies of progress reports 
up through the last report shall be attached. 
 
If state assessment results have not been received, the letter should state the 
impact those results could have on retention along with the commitment to 
forward all forthcoming assessment data at the receiving school’s request.  The 
letter will be signed by the teacher(s) and the principal. 
 

5. It will then be the responsibility of the receiving school to make a decision 
regarding promotion/retention based upon the progression criteria of that district. 

 
6. The EOC exam will not be administered early for secondary students 

withdrawing from school early. 
 
7.  If a student is withdrawn for placement in another school system, to include 

home-schooling, following a district designation of retention and is re-enrolled as 
a promoted student, the school will assess the student using assessment defined in 
the progression charts to determine whether OCSD performance criteria has been 
met for promotion.  It is OCSD performance criteria which will determine 
appropriate grade placement.

A middle school student must pass a total of 12 core courses to be promoted to the 9th 
grade: 
 
1.  Three courses in mathematics; each school must offer at least one high school 

level math course for which students will receive high school credit if 
successfully completed. 

 
2.  Three courses in language arts/communication (reading and writing), which shall 

be defined to include experiences in reading, writing, listening and speaking, and 
shall emphasize literature, composition and technical text. 

 
3.  Three courses in science, which shall include instruction in life science and in 

earth or physical science; 
 

4.  Three courses in social studies, which shall include the study of  world cultures, 
geography, and United States history; one semester shall include the study of 
state and federal government and civics. 

  
5.  One (1) year of physical education; a student must receive a passing grade in the 

P.E. class in order to fulfill this requirement.  The requirement may be waived 
upon the request of the parent and a written statement from a licensed practicing 
physician certifying the course will be harmful to the student.  Students may not 
waive the P.E. requirement to pursue outside interests; however, a student 
enrolled in Intensive Reading, who is also taking a marching band class, will not 
be required to take P.E. as long as s/he is in both Intensive Reading and marching 
band.  A student enrolled in Intensive Reading may not be denied membership or 
participation on any athletic team due to the inability to schedule into the 
associated sport’s physical education class. 
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Beginning in 2009-10, the equivalent of one semester of PE for each of the three 
years of enrollment will be required.  Parents will need to request, in writing, a 
waiver for exemption of their child from this requirement. 
 

6.  Students will complete one course in career and educational planning during their 
7th grade year.  This course must include educational planning using FACTS.org 
resulting in a personalized academic and career plan signed by the student, 
guidance counselor and parent.  F.S. 1003.4156 

 
7.  Electives may be selected from, but not limited to, the following: technology, 

speech, drama, art, music, foreign languages, research/study skills, exploratory 
vocational education, physical education, and health.  Intensive Math (1204000), 
Intensive Language Arts (1000400), Intensive Reading (1000410), and Intensive 
Basic Skills (1000420) are electives and cannot be used to replace the regular 
language arts and math courses required for progression.  The intent of these 
electives is to provide remedial instruction.  The students work on specific skills 
identified through screening and individual diagnoses as specified on their 
Progress Monitoring Plan (PMP). 

 
8.  Each middle school student who participates in extracurricular activities must 

maintain a minimum 2.0 grade point average (GPA) on a 4.0 scale or its 
equivalent and pass five (5) subjects for the grading period immediately 
preceding participation or student eligibility for the first grading period of each 
new school year shall be based on passing five (5) subjects and maintaining the 
required GPA for the previous school year.  The student standard for 
participation in extracurricular activities shall be applied beginning with the 
student’s first competitive activity that exists or is carried on between students 
representing school, district, regions, or state. Elementary students initially 
entering middle school will have their eligibility determined by their first grading 
period.  Eligibility for honor clubs may be determined by the respective national 
charters.   

 
A student’s GPA may be raised by attending a regularly organized Summer 
Intensive Studies program, if provided, under the direction of the district School 
Board.  If a student earns a grade of 70% or higher on the approved alternate 
assessment (i.e., EdOptions or the E-O-C exam, Part B), the 520 screen should be 
adjusted to reflect the grade of D. 

 
9.  In order to remediate or to provide additional support in reading, writing, and/or 

math, the traditional middle school core curriculum may not be suspended.  
Therefore, a student may require four years to complete the middle school 
curriculum. 

 
10.  Each school will consider, on an individual basis, an accelerated progression plan 

for a student who is significantly advanced. 
 

12. Eighth grade students registering for their ninth grade year will be required to 
complete an E-PeP and  identify major/minor areas of interest.

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B. HIGH SCHOOL CREDIT 
 

Middle school students may take Algebra I Honors, Geometry Honors, Biology I 
Honors, Earth/Space Science Honors, Intro to IT, Web Design, and/or a foreign 
language for high school credit.  Such students will receive academic counseling 
regarding the consequences of their choices.   
 
To promote academic progress and instructional validity, middle school and high 
school principals shall be responsible for ensuring teacher collaboration in the 
selection of text, development of curricula, and development of comprehensive 
assessment exams for middle school courses intended to earn high school credit.  
Honors math and science curricula must differ in rigor and content from regular math 
and science. 
 
The math courses and science courses will count toward the high school core course 
requirement.  Intro to IT, Web Design and a foreign language will count as an 
elective.  All courses count toward graduation. Parents of students taking classes for 
high school credit must sign a letter of agreement. (See appendix) 
 
Middle school students taking courses for high school credit may retake the same or 
comparable course in high school for any grade earned less than B (i.e., C-F).  
F.S.1003.43(5)(e) 
 
Middle school students and their parent or legal guardian must be carefully advised 
regarding how these courses will affect the graduation option they select (refer to the 
high school section of this document). 
 
• Option 1 – Complete University and Technical Program [4-year] 
• Option 2 – Accelerated Standard College Preparatory Program [3-year] 
• Option 3 – Accelerated Career Preparatory Program [3-year] 
• Option 4 – Career Preparatory Program [4-year] 

 
C. END-OF-COURSE EXAMS 
 
 The End-of-Course exams were developed to: 
 

• Hold teachers accountable for the same rigorous standards, in all subject areas and 
across all schools in the district 

• Ensure that all course benchmarks are appropriately addressed in the instructional 
program; texts do not drive instruction and/or assessment but are a resource to 
meet the SSS 

• Evaluate program and student progress 
• Prepare staff and students for state E-O-C exams which are forthcoming 

 
End-of-Course exams include 2 of 3 components:  a) extended response/essay, b) 
multiple choice, c) performance-based/application.  All secondary students are 
required to take the E-O-C exam at the conclusion of the year, with exams counting 
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1/7 of the student’s grade for the semester in which the E-O-C exam is administered 
(i.e., 2nd semester).  The E-O-C assessment schedule will be determined on an annual 
basis; all schools are expected to administer the exams in the same timeframe. 
 
Previously developed first semester exams for high school courses, and/or first 
semester exams for middle school courses, should be used at the conclusion of the 
first semester of a yearlong course, with that exam counting 1/7 of the student’s 1st 
semester grade. 
 
The following requirements are in place for administration of the exam: 
 
• Teachers must administer the E-O-C exam approved by the district; the exam may 

not be adjusted in any way and no teacher is allowed to refrain from 
administering the approved exam. 

• Teachers must sign a security agreement which defines how the test must be 
secured and administered; the agreement is a binding document. 

• Results of the exam may not be adjusted in any way (e.g., scaling/curving). 
• Students may not view the exam or be provided a “like” study guide prior to the 

exam. 
 

D. REMEDIATION 
 
1. Progress Monitoring Plan (PMP): 
 

Each middle school student who does not meet specific levels of performance 
determined by the district School Board in reading, writing, mathematics and 
science for each grade level, as defined in the progression charts in the appendix, 
must be provided additional diagnostic assessment to determine the nature of the 
student’s difficulty and areas of academic need.  Assessment results and 
notification of an academic deficiency will be shared with parents or legal 
guardian in a formal conference or by mail.  A school team, in consultation with 
the student’s parent or legal guardian, must develop a Progress Monitoring Plan 
(PMP) to assist the student in meeting state and district expectations for 
proficiency.  Each plan must include the provision of intensive remedial 
instruction in the area(s) of weakness.  Specific criteria for developing a PMP are 
included in the Programs of Remediation section. 

 
2. IEP  
 

It will be necessary to convene an interim IEP meeting whenever data is 
collected, during the progress monitoring process, which would necessitate a 
revision to the criteria/conditions set forth in the original plan. 
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E. RETENTION 

 
Specific information pertaining to remediation and retention procedures are displayed 
in the charts at the conclusion of this section.  Samples of letters notifying parents or 
legal guardian of an academic deficiency and the possibility or actuality of retention 
are included in the appendix. 
 
1. If a student’s academic performance indicates that retention is required, then a 

program different from the previous year’s must be provided that takes into 
account the student’s learning style. 

 
2.  Retained students will not be required to repeat courses for which a grade of C or 

higher was earned in the repeated grade. 
  
3. A school must consider an appropriate alternative placement for a student       

who has been retained two or more years or is two years older than the 
Kindergarten cohort group.  Recommendation should be considered for the 
district Best Chance program.

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HIGH SCHOOL INFORMATION 
 

X. GUIDELINES FOR SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL PROGRESSION 
 

A. GRADE LEVEL CLASSIFICATION 
 
For classification purposes, a student entering his/her first year of high school (including 
home education students entering public high school as a full-time student for the first 
time) will be classified as a freshman.  A student must earn six (6) credits to be a 
sophomore, twelve (12) credits to be a junior, and seventeen (17) credits to be a senior. 
Mid-year promotion may occur at the conclusion of the first semester when the 
appropriate number of credits have been earned. 

 
B. END-OF-COURSE EXAMS 
 
 The End-of-Course exams were developed to: 
 

• Hold teachers accountable for the same rigorous standards, in all subject areas and 
across all schools in the district 

• Ensure that all course benchmarks are appropriately addressed in the instructional 
program; texts do not drive instruction and/or assessment but are a resource to meet 
the SSS 

• Evaluate program and student progress 
• Prepare staff and students for state E-O-C exams which are forthcoming 

 
End-of-Course exams include 2 of 3 components:  a) extended response/essay, b) 
multiple choice, c) performance-based/application.  All secondary students are required 
to take the E-O-C exam at the conclusion of the course, with exams counting 1/7 of the 
student’s grade for the semester in which the E-O-C exam is administered (i.e., 2nd 
semester for a yearlong course; at the conclusion of the semester in which a one 
semester course is taken).  The E-O-C assessment schedule will be determined on an 
annual basis; all schools are expected to administer the exams in the same timeframe. 
 
Previously developed first semester exams should be used at the conclusion of the first 
semester of a year long course, with that exam counting 1/7 of the student’s 1st semester 
grade. 

 
The following requirements are in place for administration of the exam: 
 
• Teachers must administer the E-O-C exam approved by the district; the exam may 

not be adjusted in any way and no teacher is allowed to refrain from administering 
the approved exam. 

• Teachers must sign a security agreement which defines how the test must be secured 
and administered; the agreement is a binding document. 

•  Results of the exam may not be adjusted in any way (e.g., scaling/curving). 
 Students may not view the exam or be provided a “like” study guide prior to the 

exam. 
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C. AP/AICE/IB EXAMS 
 
 All AP students in the areas of mathematics, language arts, science and social sciences 

will take district diagnostic comprehensive examinations in a pre-post setting.  Results 
of this assessment will be used to meet the needs of individual students and revise 
instruction for the final preparation of the actual AP examination.  The pre-test will be 
administered in August and the post-test during the fourth nine-week period.  All 
students enrolled in an AP, AICE or IB class will be required to take the respective AP, 
AICE, or IB exam.  The exams are purchased by the school, without cost to the student.  
The AP/AICE/IB exam is taken in lieu of an end-of-course exam for that course. 

 
D. EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITY ELIGIBILITY 
 F.S.1006.15(3) 

 
1. All high school students who participate in extracurricular activities must maintain a 

cumulative 2.0 grade point average (GPA) on a 4.0 non-weighted scale.  Eligibility 
requirements for honor clubs may be determined by their respective national 
charters. 

 
2.  Students involved in activities governed by the Florida High School Activities 

Association (FHSAA) must meet all requirements for participation set forth by that 
organization. 

 
3.  Schools may elect to use more rigorous academic criteria for the selection and 

continued participation of students in any extracurricular activity, including but not 
limited to athletics.  Such additional criteria must be reviewed and approved by the 
School Advisory Council at each school on an annual basis. 

 
E. REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION 

Declaration of Graduation Option and Area of Interest: 
 
1.  All students, with the guidance of their parents, must select one of three graduation 

options by the conclusion of their 9th grade year.  The deadline will be extended to 
the end of the 1st semester of the 10th grade year under the following circumstances: 
1) a new student who transfers from out of state; 2) a student who was prevented 
from choosing an option due to illness.  Out of state students entering after the 1st 
semester of the 10th grade should declare within one week of enrollment.  Students 
entering from another Florida school should produce their graduation option 
declaration within one week of enrollment. 

 
2.  To be eligible for either of the 18-credit diploma options a student must have earned 

a passing score on their most recent Reading and Math Florida Comprehensive 
Assessment Test (FCAT). 

 
3.  All middle and high schools will provide each student in grades 6-9 and their 

parents or legal guardian with information concerning the three-year and four-year 
high school graduation options, including the respective curriculum requirements for 
those options, so that the students and their parents or legal guardian may select the 
postsecondary education or career plan that best fits their needs.  The information 
shall include a timeframe for achieving each graduation option. 
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4.  Any students failing to declare or to produce their declaration shall be considered to 

have selected the general graduation requirement option. 
 

5.  The year of graduation listed on a diploma is the school year in which all graduation 
requirements are met (i.e., course credits, GPA and FCAT or alternate assessment).  
The summer months are considered a continuation of the current school year. 
 

6. Beginning with the 2007-2008 school year, students entering ninth grade will be 
required to identify major/minor areas of interest.  The 18-credit option students are 
not required to identify major/minor areas of interest.

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8. Circumstances of Option Change  
 F.S. 1003.429 

 
a. A student will move from the accelerated 18-credit to the 24 credit option for the 

following reasons: 
 

(i) By the end of the 11th grade, the student is not meeting the GPA, FCAT, 
and/or credit requirements; 

(ii) S/he fails to earn 5 credits by the end of grade 9 or fails to earn 11 credits 
by the end of grade 10; 

 
b. If at the end of grade 10 the student is not on track to meet credit, assessment, or 

GPA requirements of the accelerated graduation option, the school shall notify 
the student and parents of the following: 

 
(i) The requirement that the student is not meeting 
(ii) The specific performance necessary in 11th grade for the student to meet 

the graduation requirements 
(iii) The right of the student to change to the 4-year program set forth in F.S. 

1003.43 
 

9. Explanation of Credits Earned 
 

a. In awarding credit for high school graduation, each school district shall maintain 
a one-half (1/2) credit earned system which shall include courses provided on a 
full-year basis.  A student will earn one-half (1/2) credit for each semester of the 
course s/he successfully completes.  The two semester grades will not be 
averaged for a full-year grade. 

 
b. One full credit means a minimum of 135 hours of bona fide instruction in a 

designated course of study that contains student performance standards.  
Flexible options that differ from traditional programs include demonstrated 
mastery of course requirements and Sunshine State Standards to include 
performance-based instruction, block scheduling, or course modifications that 
combine courses.  The district School Board must verify achievement of course 
requirements and has, therefore, established School Board Policy 3-6 (A) and 
(B) to address use of these non-traditional programs. (See Appendix.) 

 
c. No student may be granted credit toward high school graduation for enrollment 

in the following programs or courses: 
• More than a total of nine elective credits in remedial programs 
• More than one credit in exploratory vocational courses 
• More than three credits in practical arts family and consumer sciences 
 classes, unless this is a declared major area of interest for a student. 
• Any Level 1 course unless the student’s assessment indicates a more rigorous 
 course would be inappropriate 

 
d. Level 1 Courses – A student may not enroll in Level 1 courses unless 

assessment of the student indicates that a more rigorous course of study would 
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be inappropriate, in which case a written assessment of need must be included in 
the student’s IEP or in a Progress Monitoring Plan (PMP).  No credit will be 
awarded unless the appropriate form is signed by the principal or designee, the 
guidance counselor, and the parent or guardian (or the student if s/he is 18 years 
or older). 

 
e. Two years of the same foreign language is required for graduation in the college 

preparatory (18) credit option, although a foreign language is not required for 
graduation for students choosing the three-year career preparatory (18) credit 
option after the 2004 school year or the 24 credit graduation option.  Students are 
advised that two credits in the same foreign language are required for admission 
to the Florida University System and for  Florida’s Bright Futures Scholarship 
program except for Gold Seal. 

 
f. A student may take Algebra I Honors, Geometry Honors, Biology I Honors, 

Earth/Space Science Honors, Intro to IT, Web Design and/or a foreign language 
at the middle school for high school credit.  Such students are to receive 
academic counseling regarding the consequences of their choices.  The math and 
science courses will count toward the high school core course requirement. Intro 
to IT, Web Design and a foreign language will count as electives.   

 
g. Students who received credit in middle school for a high school course may take 

the same or comparable course again in high school for grade forgiveness for any 
grade earned less than B (i.e., C-F).   

 
h. Grade Point Average: 

 
(i) Students must earn an non-weighted 2.0 grade point average (GPA) on a 4.0 
 scale to qualify for graduation under the traditional 24-credit diploma. 
 
 In computing the grade point average for graduation purposes under the 24-

credit diploma, a student may select the highest 8.5 elective credit grades 
earned of the total elective credits taken.  These students will have an 
opportunity to use their best 24 credits for their final grade point average and 
to meet graduation requirements.  High school guidance counselors will 
assist students in selecting the best 24 credits to meet graduation 
requirements.  Beginning with 2007-2008 Grade 9 students, new graduation 
requirements permit only 8 elective credits for the traditional 24-credit 
diploma; the highest 8 elective credits may be selected from the total 
elective credits taken. 
F.S. 1003.43 

 
(ii) In computing the grade point average for graduation purposes under the 18-

credit diploma, a student may select the highest 3 elective-credit grades 
earned of the total elective credits taken.  These  students will have an 
opportunity to use their best 18 credits for their final grade point average and 
to meet graduation requirements.  High school guidance counselors will 
assist students in selecting the best 18 credits to meet graduation 
requirements. 
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F. TRANSFER OF CREDIT 

State Board Rule 6-1.099 
 

1.  All evidence of work or credits earned and offered for acceptance shall be based on 
an official high school transcript authenticated by the proper school authority. 
 

2. Work or credits from state or regionally accredited schools or institutions shall be 
accepted.  When a yearly grade is transferred by a student to Okaloosa County, that 
grade shall be posted to each semester. 

 
3. Work or credits from non-accredited schools shall be validated on the basis of 

criteria established in School Board policies. 
 

4. Transfer students not meeting district levels of proficiency in math and reading as 
evidenced by current standardized testing may be required to take remedial courses 
as electives. 

 
5. The requirements of the School Board shall not be retroactive for transfer students 

provided the student has met all requirements of the school district or state from 
which he or she is transferring, demonstrates mastery of basic skills through 
evaluation procedures determined by the district and meets all graduation 
requirements. 

 
G. ARTICULATED ACCELERATION PROGRAMS 

F.S.1007.27 
 
1.  At the beginning of each school year, schools will notify parents or legal guardian of 

students in or entering high school of the opportunity and benefits of Advanced 
Placement, International Baccalaureate, Advanced International Certificate of 
Education, Dual Enrollment, and Florida Virtual School (Okaloosa Online) courses. 
F.S. 1003.02(1)(i) 

 
2.  Dual Enrollment 

F.S. 1007.272, F.S. 1007.27(5) 
 

a. Identification of students who are eligible to participate in the college-level 
courses will be made at each enrollment period according to the following 
criteria: 

 
(i) Juniors and seniors are eligible to participate in college-level courses 

during school hours, after school hours, and during the summer term. 
 
(ii) Tenth grade students are eligible to participate in college-level courses 

after school hours or during the summer term. 
 
(iii) Student shall have a cumulative, weighted grade-point average (WGPA) 

of 3.0 or above on course work beginning with grade nine, or the 
recommendation of the principal and the approval of the college if the 
WGPA is less than 3.0. 
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(iv) Student must pass the appropriate subtest of a State Board approved 

college placement test if enrolling in a college English, math, reading or 
humanities course, or any courses which require English, math, or 
reading prerequisites.  Students may use Accuplacer, where available, as 
a mechanism to earn a passing score on a State Board approved college 
placement test. 

 
b. Dual Enrollment options are addressed in the Inter-Institutional 

Articulation/Dual Enrollment Agreement. 
F.S.1007.271(6)(2) 

 
3. Concurrent Enrollment (CHOICE Institutes) 
 

Students who are enrolled in a CHOICE Institute (Aerospace, Information 
Technology, Construction Technology, Creative Arts, and Engineering) may be 
“Concurrently Enrolled” where college credit can be earned at the end of the course, 
if the student passes an exam and achieves industry certification. 

  
4. Advanced Placement Program 

 
The College Board’s Advanced Placement (AP) program is a nationwide program 
consisting of over 30 college-level courses and exams in subjects ranging from art to 
statistics offered at participating high schools.  Students earning a “qualifying” 
grade on an AP exam may earn credit or advanced placement for their efforts; 
students will be exempt from the payment of any fees.  According to the College 
Board, “…more than 2,900 universities and colleges worldwide grant credit, 
advanced placement, or both to students who have performed satisfactorily on the 
exams, and approximately 1,400 institutions grant sophomore standing to students 
who have demonstrated their competence in three or more of these exams,” (College 
Board 2000).  Studies have shown that students who complete a solid academic 
core, including advanced courses, are more likely to be successful in college.  Many 
school counselors have found that AP courses provide the challenging content 
necessary to engage all types of learners. 
F.S. 1007.27(6) 

 
5. International Baccalaureate Program 
 

The International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma program is a rigorous pre-university 
course of study, leading to internationally standardized examinations.  The program 
is designed as a comprehensive two-year curriculum that allows its graduates to 
fulfill requirements of many different nations’ education systems.  As with the AP 
and Dual Enrollment programs, students completing IB courses and exams are 
eligible for postsecondary education credit.  The award of credit is based on the total 
number of points received on six exams or credit may be given for each individual 
exam.  Credit for IB is determined by individual university systems.  Students can 
earn up to 30 postsecondary semester credits by participating in this program at the 
high school level.  Approximately 52 Florida high schools currently participate in 
the IB program, with the students participating at no cost.  There are currently 2365 
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schools in 128 countries authorized by the International Baccalaureate Organization.  
Approximately 638,000 students participate worldwide. 
F.S. 1007.27(8) 
 

5. The Advanced International Certificate of Education Program (AICE) 
 

The Advanced International Certificate of Education Program (AICE) and the 
International General Certificate of Secondary Education (pre-AICE) Program are 
administered by the University of Cambridge Local Examinations Syndicate.  The 
specific courses for which a student receives such credit shall be determined by the 
community college or university that accepts the student for admission. 
F.S. 1007.27(9) 

 
6. Florida Virtual High School/Okaloosa On-Line 
 

Florida Virtual School is a partner with the Okaloosa School District.  The joint 
partnership allows the School District to deliver all of the Florida Virtual Schools’ 
courses through each high school/middle school operating in the Okaloosa School 
District.  Upon successful completion of the course, students will be awarded credit.  
Access shall be available to students during or after the normal school day, and 
through summer school enrollment.  For a list of available Florida Virtual School 
courses, visit http://www.okaloosaschools.com/online/. 
F.S. 1001.42(21)

H. “NO CLASS” 
 
 Students are encouraged to take 6 periods a day, which may include dual enrollment or 

DCT.  For safety and security measures, students eligible for a “no class” should 
schedule the non-attendance at the very beginning or the very end of the school day.  In 
other words, students should arrive at school once and leave school once.  Principals 
may consider approval for a different schedule based on special circumstances. 

 
I. ALTERNATIVE PLACEMENT 

 
A student in an Alternative Placement Program (utilizing competency-based software) 
may earn an Okaloosa County School District diploma upon completing the required 
credits for graduation with a minimum 2.0 GPA and passing scores on the required state 
assessments.

J. FORGIVENESS CLAUSE 
 
Forgiveness policies for required courses shall be limited to replacing a grade of D or F 
with a grade of C or higher earned in the same or comparable course.  Forgiveness 
policies for elective courses shall be limited to replacing a grade of D or F with a grade 
of C or higher earned subsequently in another course.  A student may elect to re-take a 
course under the following conditions of the Forgiveness Clause: 
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1.  A student may use the Forgiveness Clause in summer school, if available, only for a 

course in which the student has received a failing grade; 
 
2.  A student in grades 9-12 who has made a D or F in a course and needs a higher 

grade to meet the overall minimum 2.0 GPA required for graduation may attend 
summer school, if available; 

 
3.  A student may use the Forgiveness Clause during the regular school year to improve 

a grade of D or F; 
F.S. 1003.43(5)(e)(1) 

 
4.  Credit will be awarded only once for a course which is repeated.  The original grade 

will remain on the student’s transcript but is not counted toward the cumulative 
GPA. 

 
K. SUMMER INTENSIVE STUDIES (if available) 

 
1.  In Okaloosa County, Summer Intensive Studies is primarily for reading and math 

remediation and credit recovery for failed courses.  New credit courses offered 
during summer months are dependent on School Board approval and student needs.  
Performance-based courses are permitted for make-up work at the base school. 

 
2.  One (1) credit in cooperative vocational education may be earned for supervised on-

the-job training only by students who have previously been, or are currently 
enrolled, in a vocational program.  

 
L. GRADUATION 

 
1.  Students enrolled in the traditional four-year, 24-credit graduation option must 

achieve a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 on a 4.0 scale in the required 
courses and achieve a passing score on the FCAT Reading and Math. 
F.S. 1003.429 

 
2.  Ninth and tenth grade students enrolled in the 18-credit College Preparatory 

accelerated graduation program must achieve a cumulative weighted grade point 
average of 3.5 on a 4.0 scale or its equivalent in the required courses; maintain a 3.0 
weighted or non-weighted GPA in each required course, six (6) of which must be in 
IB, AP, Dual Enrollment, AICE, or Honors; and achieve passing scores on the 10th 
grade FCAT.  All other students revert to the prior cumulative weighted grade point 
average of 3.0 and may include honors courses in the six course higher level course 
requirement. 
F.S. 1003.429 

 
3.  Ninth and tenth grade students enrolled in the 18-credit Career Preparatory 

accelerated graduation program must achieve a weighted or non-weighted 
cumulative grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale or its equivalent and maintain a 
minimum of a 2.0 in each required course; and achieve passing scores on the 10th 
grade FCAT. 
F.S. 1003.429(1)(c) 
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4. All students being granted any of the three graduation options, Special Diploma, 

Certificate of Completion or Special Certificate of Completion may participate in 
formal graduation exercises. 

 
5.  Additionally, a student needing one (1) credit or less to meet graduation 

requirements may participate in all graduation activities, subsequently complete the 
necessary coursework, and be awarded a diploma upon the successful completion of 
the coursework.  Students who have not passed FCAT may participate in all 
graduation activities. 

 
6.  All traditional appurtenances such as jewelry, flowers, invitations, special attire 

(other than traditional cap and gown), participation in social functions, fees levied 
for graduation expenses, trips or any other so-called “requisites” are not 
requirements for graduation or participation in commencement functions, and no 
student shall be excluded from graduation or such other function because of failure 
to comply. 

 
7.  Participation in formal graduation exercises shall not be a requirement for the 

awarding of any of the Diplomas or Certificates of Completion. 
 
8. Assistance to transitioning students from military families:  Military-dependent 

students are afforded the opportunity to meet the high school graduation test 
requirements by using an alternative assessment to the grade 10 FCAT.

9. Students who transfer to Florida public schools during their senior or final year of 
high school are eligible to use concordant scores on the SAT and ACT to meet the 
high school graduation tests and are not required to have failed to earn passing 
scores on the FCAT three times.  This includes children of military personnel.

10. Students who enter a Florida public school in 11th and 12th grade from out-of-state 

or from a foreign country shall not be required to spend additional time in high 
school in order to meet Florida high school course requirements if the student has 
met all requirements of the school district, state or country from which s/he is 
transferring. 

 F.S. 1003.433 
 
11. To graduate from any Okaloosa County high school with that school’s diploma, a 

student must (a) attend and receive graduation credit in both semesters of their 
twelfth-grade year at that campus, (b) acquire a total of 4 credits on-site with a 
minimum of one credit earned in the senior year, and (c) meet all high school 
graduation requirements.  Students entering a high school for the second semester of 
their twelfth-grade year, and meeting all graduation requirements, will receive an 
Okaloosa County School District diploma and not a diploma for a specific school of 
enrollment.  The exceptions to parts 11.a and 11.b of this policy would be: 
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• A student who completed both semesters of his/her eleventh-grade year at the 
school, transferred from the school, and returned to complete the final semester 
at the same school. 

• A student who enrolled for the second semester of school due to a bona fide 
move and received graduation credit for that semester. 

 
12. If annual approval is provided through DOE, a concordant score on ACT/SAT may 

be used for the graduation requirement in lieu of a passing score on FCAT.  This 
alternative assessment applies to students who have yet to pass the FCAT in reading 
and/or math and have taken the test a minimum of 3 times.  The chart provided 
below identifies the required concordant scores according to legislative action:  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13. Foreign students who attend the Okaloosa County School System may receive a 

high school diploma if they meet all criteria in the Okaloosa County Board 
Approved High School Admission and Progression Guidelines for International 
Travel and Exchange Program Guidelines.  However, if a foreign exchange student 
is not eligible for a high school diploma, s/he may not participate in the graduation 
ceremony. 

 
No diploma will be issued from the Okaloosa County high school to a foreign 
exchange student/visitor unless the foreign exchange student/visitor presents both a 
translated transcript in the State of Florida transcript format certified by the 
student’s home school and meets all Okaloosa County requirements for graduation.  
The translated transcript must be presented at the initial enrollment of the student.  
No foreign exchange student/visitor shall participate in the graduation ceremony 
without receiving a diploma.

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N. ACADEMIC DISTRICT HONORS RECOGNITION 

 
1. The Peggy Gorday Bruner Award for Honor Seniors is presented to the most 

outstanding Academic Scholar among all of the county’s graduating classes.  Each 
high school principal may nominate that school’s number one senior academic 
scholar for the Peggy Bruner Gorday Award.  One senior student will be selected 
countywide from the school nominations.*  

 
2. The Gerald B. Gill Award is presented to the senior student showing the greatest 

improvement during high school years in leadership, character, and academics in the 
Okaloosa County Schools.  Each high school principal may submit one nomination 
for that school for the Gerald B. Gill Award.  One senior student will be selected 
countywide from the school nominations.*   

 
* In both cases, the nominees complete a Senior Application for each award which 

includes SAT scores, ACT scores, grade point average, awards, leadership roles, 
community service, and principal’s separate recommendation.  The recipient will be 
selected by the Okaloosa County School Board. 

 
3. The Maryann Foreman Award is presented to the senior student who has faced the 

challenges of having a learning disability or other exceptionality and is committed to 
pursuing a post-secondary education and setting career goals.  Each high school 
principal may nominate the most deserving senior with a 2.5 or higher grade point 
average.  The nominees complete a Senior Application which includes grade point 
average, awards, community service and a principal’s recommendation.  The 
recipient will be selected by the Okaloosa County School Board. 

 
4. Students will be invited to attend the OCSD Honors Assembly based on the 

following criteria: 
 

• Grade 12 Graduates:  All students who are deemed Honor Graduates will be 
invited to attend the County Honors Assembly. 

• Grade 11:  All students who have a cumulative 4.0 WGPA or higher or 3.9 
NWGPA or higher at the end of their 5th semester will be invited to attend a 
County Honors Assembly at their school. 

• Grade 10:  All students who have a cumulative 4.0 WGPA or higher or 3.9 
NWGPA or higher at the end of their 3rd semester will be invited to attend a 
County Honors Assembly at their school. 

• Grade 9:  All students who have a cumulative 4.0 WGPA or higher or 3.9 
NWGPA or higher at the end of their 1st semester will be invited to attend a 
County Honors Assembly at their school. 

 
O. CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION 

F.S.1003.43 
 
A student who has not successfully met the minimal 2.0 GPA and/or met the reading 
and math FCAT passing scores shall be awarded a Certificate of Completion based on 
the following: 
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1. The student must be seventeen (17) years of age. 
 
2. The student must have earned the twenty-four (24) required credits to graduate. 
 
3. Any student who is entitled to a certificate of completion may elect to remain in 

school as a full-time or part-time student for up to 1 additional year and receive 
special instruction designed to remedy his or her identified deficiencies.  Schools 
should take the necessary steps to obtain notification of a student’s return for an 
additional year before the conclusion of the school year.

P. GENERAL EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT (GED): 
F.S.1003.435 
 
Any candidate for a high school equivalency diploma shall be at least eighteen (18) 
years of age on the date of the examination, except that in extraordinary circumstances 
as provided for in rules of the School Board of the district in which the candidate may 
take the examination after reaching the age of sixteen (16).  Extraordinary circumstances 
may include, but not be limited to, circumstances such as health problems, family 
financial problems, or other such instances of hardship. 
 
GED Exit Option Model 
 
• The GED Exit Option Model is an alternative route to graduation that is provided to 

students who are at-risk of not graduating with their peer group, who do not have the 
required credit hours or GPA, or who have not passed the FCAT. 

 
• Students must be enrolled in courses leading to a standard diploma and participate in 

a GED pre-test. 
 
• A student who passes the FCAT tests required for graduation and the GED test will 

graduate with a standard high school diploma and may participate in all graduation 
activities.  This includes students who are credit deficient or who do not meet the 
minimum 2.0 GPA requirement. 

 
• It is strongly recommended that students do not take the GED test until after they 

have passed the FCAT tests required for graduation.  If a student passed the GED 
test before passing the FCAT tests required for graduation, the student will receive 
the State of Florida High School Diploma (GED diploma).  Since the student has 
received a high school diploma, the student will not have another opportunity to 
retake the FCAT tests and cannot earn a standard high school diploma.

Q. SPECIAL DIPLOMA

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1. The awarding of a special diploma or special certificate of completion does not 
prevent a student with a disability from pursuing a standard diploma or from 
receiving a free appropriate public education until the student reaches the age of 
twenty-two (22).

1. Children entering or attending public pre-school are required to have an age-appropriate number 

of DTaP, Polio, MMR, Hepatitis-B, Varicella and Hib immunizations.  Public pre-school 
students aged 3 and 4 years do not typically have all immunizations required for Kindergarten 
entry, thus their Certificates of Immunization are most often signed in Part B – Temporary 
Medical Exemption.  The expiration dates on these Certificates of Immunization are typically 
set at Kindergarten entry or the child’s fifth birthday. 

 
2. Certificates of Immunization for students of any age/grade who are lacking immunizations 

required for their grade level should be signed in Section B – Temporary Medical Exemption 
with an appropriate expiration date to recall the student for the missing immunizations. 
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Hepatitis B 
 

1. All students entering or attending public or non-public school will be required to have the 
hepatitis B vaccine series. 

 
2. Children who have no documentation of the hepatitis B vaccine series should be admitted 

after the first dose, issued a temporary medical exemption, and scheduled for the next 
appropriate dose.  

 
3. An alternate two-dose hepatitis B vaccine series for adolescents 11 through 15 years of  age 

has been approved.  Children in this age group who receive the two-dose series should be 
considered in compliance with Florida’s hepatitis B immunization requirement for school 
entry and attendance. 

 
Varicella 

 
1. Beginning with the 2008/2009 school year, children entering kindergarten will be required 

to receive two doses of varicella vaccine.  The light gray highlighted area below indicates 
the year the two-dose requirement becomes effective.  Each subsequent year thereafter, the 
next highest grade will be included in the requirement.  The black highlighted area indicates 
grades that fall under the one-dose varicella requirement.  The one-dose varicella 
requirement started in the 2001/2002 school year.

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ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR 

THE FLORIDA BRIGHT FUTURES SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 
 
Each of the three scholarship awards within the Bright Futures Scholarship Program has specific 
criteria that must be met.  However, to be eligible for an initial award from any of three types of 
scholarships: 
 

• A student must enroll for a minimum of six non-remedial semester hours (or the 
equivalent in quarter or clock hours) per term by the end of the drop/add period.  
However, if a student has fewer than six total hours remaining on the scholarship or 
needs fewer than six hours to complete up to the first baccalaureate degree, the 
student may enroll and receive funding for less than six hours. 

 
• A student may choose to receive funding for one or both terms during the academic 

year (fall through spring). 
 
• A student must be a Florida resident and a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen, as 

determined by the student’s postsecondary institution. 
 
• A student must enroll as degree- or certificate-seeking. 
 
• A student must apply to reinstate his/her award within three years of high school 
 graduation and receive funding the immediate subsequent academic year.  An 
 initially eligible student who enlists in the military immediately after high school 
 graduation begins his/her three-year period upon date of separation from active 
 duty. 
 
• A student who graduates from an out-of-state high school because a parent is on an 
 active military duty or public service assignment may apply after high school 
 graduation.  However, eligibility for a Florida Bright Futures Scholarship is based on 
 academic course work and community service requirements completed during high 
 school and test scores earned through June of the high school graduation year. 
 
• Senate Bill 10C 
 Changes to the Florida Bright Futures Scholarship Program, effective  
 January 1, 2008: 
 Early admission students will no longer be eligible to apply for Bright Futures prior 
 to their senior year in high school.  Students may apply for an award beginning 
 December 1 of the student’s high school graduation year.

An 
early admission student may receive a scholarship if the student has met the curriculum, GPA, and 
test score requirements and the student is enrolled in an eligible postsecondary institution.  An early 
admission student who has not met the curriculum requirements may use college credits earned to 
satisfy curriculum requirements at the end of the early admission academic year. 
 

Students Earning a Diploma via the GED Exam 
 
All GED students must meet the general requirements for Florida’s Bright Futures Scholarship 
Program, except the requirement to earn a standard Florida high school diploma.  The GED will 
serve as an equivalent to the standard diploma.  To be determined eligible for the scholarship, GED 
students must meet the scholarship curriculum, grade point average and test score requirements 
before taking the GED exam.  Eligibility for a scholarship will be determined at the time of spring 
high school graduation in the school year in which that diploma is earned. 
 

Students Completing a Home Education Program 
 
All home school students must meet the general requirements for Florida’s Bright Futures 
Scholarship program, except the requirement to earn a standard Florida high school diploma.  In 
lieu of the diploma, all home school students must be registered as a home school student in the 
district in which they reside. 
 
• Florida Academic Scholars Award: For the Academic Scholars Award, a home school student must have 

a letter stating that s/he has attended a registered home school program for two years (grades 11 and 12) 
and s/he must document test scores of 1270 SAT/28 ACT. 

 
• Florida Medallion Scholars Award: For the Medallion Scholars Award, a home school student must have 

a letter stating that s/he has attended a registered home school program for two years (grades 11 and 12) 
and provide: 
1. Documentation of the 15 college-prep credits required with test scores of 970 SAT/20ACT; or 
2. No documentation of the 15 college-prep credits and test scores of 1070 SAT/23 ACT.

include successful completion of “Three credits in science, two of which must have a laboratory  
component.”  Regardless of the number of science credits earned through Dual Enrollment, the  
requirement of two sciences with a lab component must be met to graduate.

Okaloosa County School Placement Upon Release from a DJJ Program:  
 
A student confined for 12 school days or more at a DJJ program is to be released to an alternative placement 
school/program for the remainder of the semester in which s/he is released. 

 
A student confined for 1 -11 school days at a DJJ program may return to the last district school s/he attended 
pending review of the criminal charges against the student by school administration.  If the school based 
administrator requires additional review of the charges prior to the student’s reenrollment, the administrator 
shall contact the Safe Schools Specialist at the district office. 
 
Procedures: 
 
 

Okaloosa County School District Responsibilities 
1. Upon notification from the DJJ educational representative of an admission, the Student Intervention 

Services Office will notify the appropriate school district Attendance Officer of this information. 
 

2. If the student is detained for 1-11 school days, the Attendance Officer will contact the 
administrator/designee at the last school attended for an administrative review of the charges 
pending against the student. 

 
3. If the student is detained for 12 or more school days, the Attendance Officer will contact the 

alternative school (ECCI) designee. 
  
4. The appropriate school administrator/designee will schedule a transition conference time with the 

student and parent within two (2) days after the release date provided by the DJJ educational 
representative. 

 
5. The school receiving administrator/designee will notify the appropriate Attendance Officer of the 

transition conference date, time, and location to discuss continuing educational services. 
 
6. The Attendance Officer will notify the DJJ educational representative of this conference 

information in writing. 
 
7. If the parent and student fail to attend the scheduled meeting, the school administrator/designee will 

contact the appropriate Attendance Officer for follow-up, who will notify Bruce Williams, 
Supervisor of JPO’s and the Student Intervention Services Office. 

 
 

DJJ Responsibilities 
1. The DJJ educational representative will notify the Student Intervention Services Office of the 

Okaloosa County School District within 24 hours of a student being admitted to one of their 
facilities and provide: 
a. Name of Student 
b. Date Admitted 
c. Projected Date of Release 
 

2. If there is a change of release date, the DJJ educational representative will notify the Student 
Intervention Office. 

 
3. The DJJ educational representative will provide to the student and parent notification of the date, 

time and location of the school transition conference.

ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAMS FOR EXPELLED STUDENTS 

 
 
Alternative education program assignments for elementary school expelled students will be 
determined on a case-by-case basis. 
 
Alternative education program assignments for secondary school expelled students are limited 
to: 
 

1. Okaloosa Academy Charter School  
 
2. Ed Options, Inc. (NOVEL/STARS) Technology Based Computer Curriculum 
 
 a.)    Home based - Monitored by ECCI Staff 
 b.)    ECCI based (8-10 a.m./Monday - Thursday) 
 
3. Home Instruction for FAPE 

 
 
Placement of Student 
 

1. The school principal may recommend to the Superintendent that alternative educational 
services be provided for a student who is being recommended for expulsion. 

 
2. The Director of Student Intervention Services or his/her designee will review the 

principal’s recommendation for alternative educational services to ensure the 
recommended program is appropriate to the student’s needs and abilities. 

 
3. The Superintendent, upon review of the expulsion information, may recommend to the 

School Board that alternative educational services be provided for the student. 
 
4. The School Board may authorize the Superintendent to provide alternative educational 

services to an expelled student. 
 
5. Once the alternative educational services are authorized by the School Board, the 

Director of Student Intervention Services or his/her designee will inform the parent and 
student of the alternative placement decision.
