



Mid-Year Report*
* All DA schools should submit baseline data, mid-year assessment data, and the mid-year report for reading and mathematics in grades 3-10, and in writing and science for those grade levels tested.  This data is only required for Level 1-3 students in reading and mathematics for grades 4-10; however, the reporting of data for students at Levels 4 and 5 is strongly encouraged.  In writing and science, this data is only required for “all students” in the grade levels tested.  Non-Title I “A”, “B”, and “C” DA schools are only required to submit baseline and mid-year data and a mid-year report for subgroups who did not make AYP during the prior school year.  
Reading Data Analysis

1. Describe the gains and/or decreases in mastery that have occurred since the baseline assessment. Include specific information about the grade levels or subgroups where improvements or declines have occurred.

	Data gathered from FAIR, Probability of Reading Success reports indicate commendable growth in Reading by all grade levels from the Assessment Period 1 (AP1) to Assessment Period 2 (AP2).  After analyzing the data for the total number of students in the “Population” category, it is evident that there has been an increase in the percentage of students achieving High Probability (HP) and Moderate Probability (MP), and a decrease in the percentage of students achieving Low Probability (LP). Students in grade 3 demonstrated a 10% gain in the number of students achieving HP, a 15% increase of students achieving MP, and a 5% decrease of students achieving LP. Students in grade 4 demonstrated a 12% gain in the number of students achieving HP, an 18% increase of students achieving MP, and a 7% decrease of students achieving LP. Students in grade 5 demonstrated a 15% gain in the number of students achieving HP, an 8% increase of students achieving MP, and a 9% decrease of students achieving LP. The English Language Learner (ELL) subgroup as well as the Economically Disadvantaged (students on Free or Reduced Lunch-FRL) subgroup also achieved gains.  The ELL subgroup showed an increase of 3% achieving HP, 5% achieving MP, and a significant decrease of 16% achieving LP.



2. Describe the specific strategies or school improvement activities that have contributed to increases in student mastery. Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup.

	Specific strategies and school improvement activities that have contributed to the increase in the percentage of students achieving mastery in reading begin with the school-wide implementation of the Continuous Improvement Model (CIM). After each major assessment, teachers in grades 3 through 5 are provided with Probability of Reading Success reports which delineate the progress of each AYP Subgroup. Teachers then use the South Central Regional Center (SCRC) Data Debriefing Protocols to review the assessments with students and hold “Data Chats”. In each class student groups are re-organized according to the deficiencies revealed by the data before specific benchmarks are addressed.  If the need for extra reinforcement is evident, the student is recommended for the various tutorial opportunities available before school, after school and on Saturdays. Another strategy that has proven to be effective is the use of online applications such as Riverdeep, Reading Plus, FOCUS, and FCAT Explorer where students in grades 3 through 5 have already completed more than 26,000 reading problems. The promotion of reading is another strategy that has been quite helpful in raising reading scores. The utilization of programs such as Accelerated Reader and STAR Assessments along with school-wide activities such as Family Literacy Night and Vocabulary Day have all been instrumental in increasing students’ interest in reading.


3. What changes to instruction, strategies, and/or school improvement activities will be made prior to the administration of the FCAT to ensure that students reach mastery? Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup that saw declines.

	Changes in the instructional focus will come about through analysis of student performance data. The next major scheduled assessment will be the Winter Interim Assessments. Data from the Winter Interims will be used to monitor and determine the effectiveness of instruction thus far and to drive decisions on what the instructional focus will be in the weeks leading to the FCAT. None of the subgroups saw a decline in the Mid-Year Assessment.




4. What specific strategies will be used to improve the achievement of non-AYP subgroups?
	Specific strategies that are being used to target subgroups not meeting AYP include in-house intervention, before/after school tutorials as well as Wednesday and Saturday Academies. Using Interim Assessment data to guide instruction, these sessions are strictly for the re-teaching of non-mastered benchmarks.



Mathematics Data Analysis

1. Describe the gains and/or decreases in mastery that have occurred since the baseline assessment. Include specific information about the grade levels or subgroups where improvements or declines have occurred.

	Data gathered from Edusoft reports indicate admirable growth in Mathematics by all grade levels from the September Baseline Assessment. Students in grade 3 demonstrated a 75% gain in the number of students at mastery. Students in grade 4 demonstrated a 50% gain in the number of students at mastery. Students in grade 5 demonstrated a 45% gain in the number of students at mastery. The English Language Learner (ELL) subgroup as well as the Economically Disadvantaged (students on Free or Reduced Lunch-FRL) subgroup also achieved gains in the percentage of students scoring at mastery. The table above illustrates the growth attained by each subgroup for grades 3 – 5 in the number of students scoring at mastery in the Mid-Year Assessment as compared to the Baseline Assessment.



2. Describe the specific strategies or school improvement activities that have contributed to increases in student mastery. Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup.

	Specific strategies and school improvement activities that have contributed to the increase in the percentage of students achieving mastery in reading begin with the school-wide implementation of the Continuous Improvement Model (CIM). After each major assessment, teachers in grades 3 through 5 are provided with custom group reports from Edusoft delineating the progress of each AYP Subgroup. Teachers then use the South Central Regional Center (SCRC) Data Debriefing Protocols to review the assessments with students and hold “Data Chats”. In each class student groups are re-organized according to the deficiencies revealed by the data before specific benchmarks are addressed.  If the need for extra reinforcement is evident, the student is recommended for the various tutorial opportunities available before school, after school and on Saturdays. Another strategy that has proven to be effective is the use of online applications such as Voyager Math, FOCUS, and FCAT Explorer where students in grade 5 have already completed more than 9,300 mathematics problems. Tied directly with the success students are experiencing in mathematics is the enrollment of the lowest 25% students in intervention classes as well as identified students participating in enrichment. Teachers continue to take part in numerous mathematics professional development opportunities geared towards improving their content knowledge and pedagogy in mathematics.



3. What changes to instruction, strategies, and/or school improvement activities will be made prior to the administration of the FCAT to ensure that students reach mastery? Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup that saw declines.

	Changes in the instructional focus will come about through analysis of student performance data. The next major scheduled assessment will be the Winter Interim Assessments. Data from the Winter Interims will be used to monitor and determine the effectiveness of instruction thus far and to drive decisions on what the instructional focus will be in the weeks leading to the FCAT. None of the subgroups saw a decline in the Mid-Year Assessment.



4. What specific strategies will be used to improve the achievement of non-AYP subgroups?

	Specific strategies that are being used to target subgroups not meeting AYP include in-house intervention, before/after school tutorials as well as Wednesday and Saturday Academies. Using Interim Assessment data to guide instruction, these sessions are strictly for the re-teaching of non-mastered benchmarks.



Writing Data Analysis

1. Describe the gains and/or decreases in mastery that have occurred since the baseline assessment. Include specific information about the grade levels or subgroups where improvements or declines have occurred.

	Students continue to demonstrate adequate progress in the area of Writing. In grade 4, 26% of students achieved mastery by scoring at 3.5 and above on the Writing Mid-Year Assessment. This represents a gain of 25% from the Baseline data. 



2. Describe the specific strategies or school improvement activities that have contributed to increases in student mastery. Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup.

	Specific strategies and school improvement activities that have contributed to the increase in the percentage of students achieving mastery in writing include the establishment of a Wednesday Writing Academy for intervention and the foundation of the Journalism club for enrichment. The school-wide implementation of the District’s Key to Effective Writing program continues to show promise. Teachers continue to use anchor papers and the 6-point rubric as instruments of instruction in the classroom. Spanish teachers have also begun to teach the writing process through the Spanish curriculum. The ongoing professional development of teachers through programs such as the “Writing Institute” has contributed to the rise in students’ writing scores. 



3. What changes to instruction, strategies, and/or school improvement activities will be made prior to the administration of the FCAT to ensure that students reach mastery? Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup that saw declines.
	Prior to the FCAT, teachers will review both narrative and expository forms of writing with students. Instruction will focus on the four components of effective writing: Focus, Organization, Support and Conventions. None of the subgroups saw a decline in the Mid-Year Assessment.



Science Data Analysis

1. Describe the gains and/or decreases in mastery that have occurred since the baseline assessment. Include specific information about the grade levels or subgroups where improvements or declines have occurred.
	Students continue to demonstrate satisfactory progress in the area of Science. In grade 5, 23% of students achieved mastery by scoring at 70% and above on the Science Mid-Year Assessment. This represents a gain of 18% from the Baseline data. Important to note is that 72% of students scored above 50% in the Science Mid-Year Assessment. This represents a gain of 35% from the number of students scoring above 50% in the Baseline Assessment. Edusoft reports indicate significant gains made by all subgroups in Science.



2. Describe the specific strategies or school improvement activities that have contributed to increases in student mastery. Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup.
	Specific strategies and school improvement activities that have contributed to the increase of in the percentage of students achieving mastery in science derive from the implementation of the Continuous Improvement Model (CIM). As with Reading, Mathematics and Writing, after each major assessment, teachers in grades 4 and 5 are provided with custom group reports from Edusoft delineating the progress of all students. 



3. What changes to instruction, strategies, and/or school improvement activities will be made prior to the administration of the FCAT to ensure that students reach mastery? Please be specific for each grade level and/or subgroup that saw declines.
	1. Changes in the instructional focus will come about through analysis of student performance data. The next major scheduled assessment will be the Winter Interim Assessments. Data from the Winter Interims will be used to monitor and determine the effectiveness of instruction thus far and to drive decisions on what the instructional focus will be in the weeks leading to the FCAT. None of the subgroups saw a decline in the Mid-Year Assessment.

Based on the baseline and mid-year data, what additional professional development will be offered before the FCAT to help teachers increase student performance?
	Teachers will participate in professional development sessions that will address the need for improvement in reading and writing. During the month of December, a fifth grade teacher will attend a two-day workshop for Elementary ESOL teachers. In September and November, teachers in third, fourth, and fifth grades have participated in Reading Plus training to improve students’ fluency and comprehension.   In January, 2009, the Florida Studio Theatre will provide a writing in-service for fourth grade teachers.  In February, 2009, another five teachers, plus the Reading Coach, will attend the Zypress Reading Council’s writing workshop.
